EXHIBITION REGULATIONS 
 

1. If the Exhibitors fail to comply in any substantial respect with the terms of 
this agreement the Organisers shall have the right to sell the space and the 
Exhibitor shall be liable for any loss suffered by the organisers thereby, and 
all monies paid by the Exhibitor hereunder shall be absolutely forfeited to the 
Organisers. If the Exhibitor fails to occupy the said space by the advertised 
opening of the show, the Organisers are authorised to occupy or cause the 
said space to be occupied in such manner as it may deem best for the 
interest of the Exhibition without refund to the said Exhibitor and without 
releasing the Exhibitor from any liability hereunder.  
 
2. No exhibitor shall erect any sign, stand, wall or obstruction, which in the 
opinion of the Organisers interferes with an adjoining Exhibitor.
